Since 1803 the country has been under British pro- |
tection. In 1843 the British were compelled on the death
of the ruler to send an armed force which after severe
fighting succeeded in restoring his adopted successor to the
throne; and during the troublesin 1857 the young Maharaja
vemained faithful to the British Government although de-
gerted by his troops.

The capital of the state is Gwalior. It possesses two
remarkable Hindu tomples, and one of the most in-
teresting examples of Hindu palace-architecture in India;
while Jain eaves and rock-sculptures abound on all

After his death in 1748 two claimants appeared for
the throne, his son Naser Jung, & his grand son Muzaffar
Jung. The cause of the former was espoused by the East
India Company, and that of the latter by a body of French
adventurers under general Dupleix. Then followed a period
of strife and anarchy. In 1761 Nizam Ali obtained the
'supmme power and after some vacillation signed a treaty
of alliance with the English in 1766. He aided them in
the war with Tippoo, Sultan of Meysore and at the termi-
